187/22 DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

188/22 PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
One member of the public was in attendance who was the new resident. A letter had been sent to Stratford Council regarding the lifting of the curtain on the barn now their house, this is now in place,  the parish council should receive imminently. He has also asked his architect to send documents informing the Parish Council of all proposed future alterations, these have been sent to National Trust.

190/22 Village Reports 
  	 Flood Group – Cllr Stanton was still awaiting a confirmed date for a meeting with National Trust alongside community group member Karen Gazey.
 Community Group – The defibrillator details have been updated on the Circuit. The community Choir is still performing well and will are performing several concerts including carols at the church and the community hog roast. Cllr Stanton thanked Cllr Lewington for her hard work in setting up the choir which had been a huge success and had a major impact on the health and wellbeing of many members. The community choir had recently raised £2000 for the charity UK Med who work in the Ukraine. A further charity event will take place next year. The community group were looking into the possibility of forming a book club next year. a recent village calendar competition had taken place on social media and purchases of the calendar had raised £100 for the Christmas Tree. The annual Hog Roast was due to take place at Coughton Court on the 9th December, tickets are priced at £8. 
Coughton C of E Primary School – The poppy day appeal and linked events had raised over £181.47 for the Poppy Appeal. Mr Kolb reported that there had been significant staff absences recently. One teacher had attended a recent event in London for the teacher of the year award and had won a silver award. There is due to be a KS1 nativity in December as well as a carol service at the church for KS2.  Cllr Lewington requested a reminder for school parents following recent issues with parents dropping off at the school. Mr Kolb agreed to put a notice in the next newsletter. The breakfast and after school club is now becoming more popular easing some of the congestion at drop off and pick up.



iii Roads and pathways 
Cllr Stanton had appealed for residents to clear the drains outside their properties in the recent newsletter. Cllr Stanton had spoken to Severn Trent & County Council and they had confirmed that Coughton Lane, Coughton Fields Lane and Sambourne Lane are on the list to have the drains jetted, there will need to be traffic lights set up which are likely to cause congestion. 
The potholes on Coughton Lane are due to be repaired on 22nd and 23rd December resulting in a road closure which has been advertised on social media and the parish website. Cllr Lewington queried if the potholes would be repaired all the way up the Lane which, Cllr Stanton will contact the appropriate agency in this regard, to find out which potholes they are filling, as many have been reported but there are only yellow lines around a few and not the major one on the junction with Alcester Heath The damaged drain on A435 on bend from Alcester had been reported by Cllr Stanton but had not received any confirmation of works. She will contact again
The local signwriter was still working away and had agreed to repair the signs by the school on his return.

The approval of new NALC Payscales backdated to April 2022 was proposed by Cllr Lewington, seconded by Cllr Stanton of £13.45 per hour backdated to April. 
There was some discussion regarding the budget review. Cllr Stanton requested that the gateway budget of £1000 could be removed. There was some discussion regarding a recent CIL payment of £910.23 that had to be spent on:
·  The provision, improvement, replacement, operation, or maintenance of infrastructure; or
· Anything else that is concerned with addressing the demands that development places on an area.
It was agreed to defer the budget review for January when the 2023/2024 budget will need to be agreed    for the precept request. 
An internal review of accounts was undertaken by Cllr Carter.

192/22 PLANNING
The planning refusal and approval were noted. 

193/22 COUNTY COUNCILLOR J. KERRIDGE 
Councillor Kerridge discussed the public rights of way across the field that will link up to one of Coughton footpaths which will then be accessible to disabled users. Should a link be made with Sambourne Parish Council have proposed gates that would be accessible for wheelchair users which can accessible via electronic keys or adaptive gates. Footpaths at the side of the road are looking to cost a large some of money from Coughton to Studley. Cllr Kerridge was keen to liaise with the council to work together to try and improve the pathways and work collaboratively with the County Council and County Councillor Kerridge. 

194/22 DISTRCIT COUNCILLOR G. FORMAN 
Cllr Forman was not in attendance. 

195/22 COLLOBORATION WITH SAMBOURNE PARISH COUNCIL
The Chairman of Sambourne Parish Council Nick Moon had approached the Chairman of Coughton Parish Council regarding working together on issues such as flytipping. Cllr Lewington & Cllr Stanton suggested that specific projects could be approached together but that it was important to maintain the separate identity of the two councils. It was agreed that Cllr Piddington would speak to Cllr Nick Moon. 
   
196/22 COUNCILLOR REPORTS AND ITEMS FOR FUTURE AGENDAS
Cllr Stanton had requested that draft agendas are sent 10 days prior to the meeting date for councillors to review and allow them to be posted one week in advance of the meeting, this was agreed by all in attendance. It was requested by Cllr Stanton that a diary of events be produces so that the council could agree payments 2 months ahead at the bimonthly meetings. AP/1 Nov Clerk to collate all of the parishes events for the next meeting. 
The £100 profit made from the sale of Coughton calendars had been donated towards the parish Christmas tree. The Chairman agreed to donate his Chairmans allowance of £50. It was agreed that the Chairman would speak to Pete Thornley regarding the planting of walnut tree with plaque near his bench.
AP/2 Nov - Cllr Stanton requested that the police names and details are updated on the website by the clerk.
AP1/September – Cllr Stanton agreed to contact Severn Trent to clarify what work was being done and how long it was likely to take – RESOLVED.
AP2/September - Cllr Lewington agreed to contact the Ford volunteers who offered to assist at the May meeting. Cllr Lewington to action and proposed to change the name from the Ford group to the Environmental Group to incorporate any pathway and rights of way work. 
AP3/Sept – Clerk to investigate prices and sizes and report back to the council – Prices sent to councillors and agreed to approve following the upcoming budget review IN PROGRESS.

Cllr Stanton had received a call from a concerned resident regarding the Stackyard development. The Clerk had contacted the National Trust who confirmed that clearance work had taken place and some remedial work to make one of the barns safe. Cllr Stanton had informed resident of the details from the letter received
