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This dog was abandoned after a group were
challenged by a local landowner for suspected
hare coursing/poaching.

On being confronted, the group of males jumped
into their vehicles and made off. However they left
behind this sad and scared dog.

The Rural Crime Officers arrived and took it to a
vets who checked it over and pointed out a fresh
laceration between the eyes and several older
scars around its nose, possibly from coursing.
The dog was scanned and showed an owner from
quite a distance away, but not reported stolen, so
checks are being made to identify how it came to
be abandoned and have such concerning injuries.

Meet Police Dog Joker, a black german shepherd
and his handler PC Jamie Bonser. They recently
met up with the Rural Crime Team’s Coordinator
to meet with farmers and rural businesses in the
North Warwickshire area. The visits were very
positively received with fields offered for Joker to
exercise in when patrolling the area. The Rural
Team work closely with the different departments
within the force and it is great to have the dog
teams in the really rural areas of the county out
and about at all times of the day and night.
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During a recent investigation into an incident of
alleged unnecessary suffering caused to an animal,
our team seized this lovely dog in the South of the
county.

After a checkup by a vet he was placed in kennels
and will soon be rehomed where he can run and
play and be more suitable to his needs.

The Rural Crime Team along with officers from the
Nuneaton and Bedworth Safer Neighbourhood
Team, plus partners from the Environment Agency
and Angling Trust have conducted patrols along
the waterways and lakes in North and South
Warwickshire.

Licence checks and illegal fishing, plus ASB and
other issues were all part of the patrols and
engagement with the public.

10 individuals were found committing offences and
could face fines and have their equipment
confiscated.

We support legal and responsible fishing and work
closely with our partners in the Environment
Agency and Angling Trust.

A morning was also spent on raptors (birds of prey) one of the key wildlife crimes the team investigates.
