The Parish Council had a 
meeting with  Nadhim 
Zahawi our local MP, to 
discuss the speeding 
through our village, the 
cameras, the state of 
the roads and the  
flooding situation. He 
was very surprised at the speed of traffic, 
and witnessed a lorry travelling through the 
pedestrian lights on red! He agreed with us 
that the speed limits need to be reduced to 
30mph and 20mph past the school. He was 
shocked to hear the cameras should have 
been working by November 2022 and we 
have now been told it will be this December 
before they are set up fully. This is      
something he has said he will also look into. 
We will await his responses to our requests. 

At the November meeting the Parish    
Council discussed flooding, roads &       
pathways and the community group.       
Reports were give on all of these items, as 
was the meeting with our MP. The mid term 
budget was authorized and all finances 
signed off. Money was given to the school 
for the new decking area from Parish    
Council & Community funds. The website is
