There was a minutes silence at the start of the
Parish Council meeting for Her Majesty Queen
Elizabeth Il. This was then followed by the
reading of the Proclamation of King Charles Il

The council queried
if there was any budget for the pathways to
be improved from Coughton Court to Hayden
Way. C.C. Kerridge said the quote for this was
over 90K which was over his budget, but has
requested further quotes for some widening
improvements. There is also a match fund
which he will help us apply for. C.C. Kerridge
gave report regarding proposed future cycle
routes. D.C. Forman dave report regarding bin
collections and success of hew food waste
bins. The Blood Bandage Kit has now been
installed in the defibrillator box behind the
phone box on A435.
